With PRESENTERG&rigge's, DO JUMP! will hangatruss grid system approximately 230« 15Con four
motor points. Thetruss will need to be braced to the walls with the aircraft cable and come-alongs

Severa spotlines and dead hang points over stagewill be necessary.

Ninety (90) days prior to DO JUMP!@ arrival PRESENTER@ TD and DO JUMP!@ TD will need to
work out amethodto cross brace thetruss.

The PRESENTER shdl provide persond lift or ladder sufficient to reach all rigging.
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All grid system motor points have maximum dead loads of 800lbs and maximum live loadsof 1700lbs
SOUND

There aretwo versionsof the show from the point of view of sound.Thesmpler version employsthree
musdcians performing live ongage and theremainder of themusc beng played via CD. Themore
complex version employsthe ongage mudciansand an orchestra (five people) and chorus(fourto eight
people) paforming in the orchestra pit. Please see the contract to determine which version of theshow is
being produced and thushow many musciansare beng employed.

DRESSING ROOMS

Dressing roons mug have direct access to the stage and mug be out of public view. Therestrooms
provided for the Performers mug be separate facilities from those provided for theaudience, and shauld
contain adequae paper supplies and soap. All dressing rooms musgt be cleaned prior to DO JUMPI(3
arrival. Dressing rooms and restrooms mug be heated or cooled appropriately to 70f (200).

WARDROBE

PRESENTER isto provide DO JUMP! with awardrobeperson for load-in and strike, and have laundry
doneas often as needed. (To bedeermined by DO JUMP!@ Company Manager.)

VISITORS

All visitors shdl be excluded from the theater during set-up, rehearsal's, and strike unless advance
written permission noting name(s) and affiliation has been obtained from DO JUMP!.

PARKING

Parking spaces for four (4) cars and 25(ox truck must bereserved for DO JUMP! in the stage loading
area. If paking pemits are required, it is the PRESENTERG responsbility to provide DO JUMP! with
permits prior to arrival.

Area map and/or campusmap shdl be provided for DO JUMP! 90daysin advance of arrival.

HOSPITALITY

PRESENTER shall provide beverages during load-in. Full hospitality shall be provided for the
entire compant during all rehearsals and performances.

Providing the performers with good,high qudity food hdpsto ensure tha they have theenergy they
need to give a good peformance. Thefollowing details our preferences for all meals and snacks. These
are suggestions andit isundestoodtha your hogitality team will be picking and choosng itemsfrom
thelist bdow to provide meals for uswhich fit both your requirements and ours.
